Adults must actively supervise their children.
Children under 5 years old must have an
adult within arm’s reach at all times.

Proper swimwear is required. 
Infants and toddlers must wear swim
nappies to help maintain water quality.

 The pool deck can be slippery! 
Always enter the pool safely - no running,
diving, or rough play to prevent accidents.

General Pool Rules
Follow all lifeguard instructions at all times.
Swim only in designated areas.
Children must be actively supervised by a responsible adult.
This is a smoke free facility, including vaping.
No food or drink may be bought onto the premises without prior notice.
Obey depth markings and signage.
Follow lane swimming etiquette where applicable.

Supervision
Children 5 years and under must remain within arm’s reach of an adult at all
times - 3 or more children under 5 will require an additional adult for arm’s
reach supervision. 
Children 6–10 years must be actively supervised by an adult.
 All children under 14 years must be accompanied and supervised by an
adult.
Siblings are not considered suitable supervisors.
Adults are fully responsible for the supervision and behaviour of any
children in their care.

Safety
Glass objects are not permitted in the facility.
No alcohol or drugs are allowed.
Mono or mermaid fins are prohibited at all times.
Inflatables may be restricted depending on pool conditions.
Emergency signals or whistles from lifeguards must be obeyed immediately.

Diving & Jumping
Diving only permitted in designated deep areas, not shallow areas.
Check the water is clear before entering.
Bombing, Manu & heavy impact entires are not permitted.
Competiton diving blocks are not for public use, please stay off.

The facility reserves the right to refuse entry or remove any person who fails to
comply with safety instructions or behaves in an unsafe or disruptive manner.
